Retrieving the Rosen Collection

The AMNH mollusk collection is large, with much of the collection being acquired through donations
or expeditions from 1950 to present, although collections date back to the mid-1800s. The collection
has been without a curator since 2005. The geographic breadth is world-wide, but the collection is
best represented from North America. We have 92K records in a FileMaker Pro database, although
more specimen records reside in hand-written catalogs. The data entry is not optimal, and with
volunteer effort, we are actively cleaning up and standardizing the data to make the data useful and
to be able to migrate the data and images into the new division-wide database EMu. Strength of the
higher taxon level info ‘missing’ from database collection is marine, but we have notable collections of land species from Cuba and the Lang &
starting to use Unique Specimen Identifier barcodes Chapin expedition to Africa.
